5.4    Adjusting grind setting

Basic calibration is done in the factory. To adjust the grind setting during 
operation, proceed as follows:
For stepless adjustment:
?Turn black wheel (5, Fig. A/B) clockwise to set the grind setting finer
?Turn black wheel (5, Fig. A/B) counter-clockwise to set the grind setting 
    coarser
